The Resurection (continued)
When it comes right down to it, Chevrolet!s storied performance history can be summed up in two simple letters"

#SS$. Sure, names like Chevelle, Camaro and Nova conjure up visions of tire-smoking prowess. And of course, cubic-
inch call-outs such as #396$, #427$and #454$all bring to mind big torque and power. But the #SS$moniker is the all-
encompassing term that will forever symbolize not only power and performance, but a level of pure class as well.

Where did it all start? In 1961, with the introduction of the SS option on the full-size Impala. This was the year the
legendary 409 cube V8 came into play as well. The SS/409 combination was Chevy!s response to Ford!s 390
powered Galaxie. You might say 1961 was the year that the serious horsepower wars began!

Over the rest of the !60s and on into the !70s, the SS package was offered on many different Chevrolet models.
Good thing too, as competition from Ford (with their GT and XL models) and Mopar (with their R/T packages) was
always a threat in the showrooms and at the drag strip.

The SS option/model always offered an upscale appearance, and in most cases, a variety of high-performance
engines and suspension upgrades. We won!t get into all the engines and features that came on every SS-optioned
car that Chevrolet ever offered (that would take an entire book!) Instead, we!ll cover only the years the SS major
players were offered.

1961: The full-size Impala started it all.
1962: Impala.
1963: Impala, Chevy II Nova.
1964: Impala, Chevy II Nova, Chevelle.
1965: Impala, Chevy II Nova, Chevelle.
1966: Impala, Chevy II Nova, Chevelle.
1967: Impala, Chevy II Nova, Chevelle, Camaro.
1968: Impala, Chevy II Nova, Chevelle, El Camino, Camaro.
1969: Impala, Nova (the #Chevy II$name was discontinued for !69), Chevelle,
El Camino, Camaro.

1972: Nova, Chevelle, El Camino, Camaro.
1973: Nova, Chevelle, El Camino.

SS model notes:

%Impala SS was discontinued after the 1969 model year. It resurfaced from 1994 through 1996, then again in 2004
through 2009.

%After 1973, the Laguna S3 coupe replaced the #SS$as the sporty/performance option on the Chevelle.

%Camaro SS was discontinued after the 1972 model year and wouldn!t reappear until 1996.

%El Camino: Interestingly, even though the El Camino SS was a relative late-comer to the storied
SS fold (1968), it continued the longest, running throughout 1987.

%Although the original Monte Carlo SS only appeared for a couple of brief years (1970-!71), it turned up again from
1983-1988, and then in 2000-2007.

%Nova SS continued throughout 1976.

Sure, Chevy has had other #muscle$monikers over the years: RS, Z28, IROC, LTZ, L88, etc., but the
legendary SS casts the tallest shadow of them all!

With both rear quarters installed, John was ready to install the
rear deck lid. A few minor adjustments and it too was a perfect fit.
John was very meticulous ensuring the gap between the deck lid
and both quarter panels were dead on even from front to back. With
the rear end completely back together, she!s starting to look like a
car once again!  One nice thing about using all of this new sheet
metal is that it will save lots of time later when it comes time to
prepare the car for paint.  Now, it was time to tackle the roof.

Vinyl tops can be pleasing to the eye and give a feeling of
luxury, depending on ones taste.  One thing for sure, vinyl tops are
not very kind to the sheet metal underneath. They are
moisture magnets, which over time, produce rust, and lots
of it.  Once we removed the vinyl top, it was way too clear

that this too would
need to be replaced.
Not only was the
entire roof covered
with about an 1/8 inch
of rust, there were
quite a few holes in it
(left).  No wonder this
thing was full of water when we got it!  Dynacorn to the
rescue...once again!

John took the air chisel, cut around the entire top edge of the roof, carefully of course, and it was
off in just about an hour. This procedure definitely takes a skilled hand as to not cut through
everything underneath.  Once the roof skin was off, we found the structure under the roof was still in
pretty good shape. Again  all of the old metal was painted with POR-15,

installation.
, then the roof skin was

prepped for The Dynacorn roof skin has a lip down the sides to weld the rain gutters to,

Once the POR-15 painting was done, it was time to install the
quarter. The quarter was aligned with the door and rear panel, and
clamped in place. After a re-check of the alignment with the door,
John then started the tedious task of welding it all together.  It!s not
a very pretty site at this time, but that will be rectified a little later
with the help of some body filler.  Left sides complete...and a
perfect fit!  Now repeat
for the right!  Once the
quarters were installed,
it was time to
concentrate on the
interior once again.

The rear seat support
was not as rusted as
other parts of the car,
but John determined it

would still be faster and easier to replace it.  Dynacorn
makes a rear seat support for the$70 Chevelle, and it!s almost identical to the$72, except where the
fuel vent canisters are mounted in the trunk. To rectify this, John marked and cut out the section off
the old seat support that was different from the new one.  He placed the cutout on top of the new seat
support, marked and cut it out. The original piece was then clamped and welded in place.  Once John
was done, it was just like the original, without all the rust!

The test fitting required just a little bumping and
grinding on Johns part, as the Dynacorn roof skin fit
nicely on the stock framework.  One thing to note here is
that ear and eye protection is key while doing bodywork.
While grinding, small metal particles are flying all over
the place (left) and they just love to find their way into
your eyes. Also, the noise generated by the grinding tool
and the  grinding itself can be hard on the ears.  Be safe...
Use both!

Next in line was the tedious task of welding the roof
skin on. This required quite a few hours of work, many
welding rods

and even more patience. Too fast and it!s not done right.
Too slow, you have to be very careful of not overheating
and warping the metal.  Does John know what he!s
doing? You bet he does! And that!s an understatement!
There are over 300 welds, approximately 2 inches apart.
One thing for sure, it!s not coming off easily!

The seam
created
where the
quarter panel
and roof skin
meet (left) will be filled in later with body putty and
smoothed to perfection. When John is done, you will not
be able to tell where one edge startes and the other ends.
Once the
roof was
complete,
Tom went

inside the car to finish the welding on the seat back.  No
robots anywhere in sight to do this job!

Before the body was taken off the frame, Rocky had
fun cutting out the front cowl. There was NO surprise
here.  It was rusted beyond recognition and replaced,
well, all but a small piece.  Nothing better than taking an
air chisel and going to work.  Just like a knife cutting
through butter.  Nice work Rocky!
