The Resurection

Now that the dismantling was complete, it was even

more clear... this baby was going to need some serious

work! The question was whether we should proceed or

stop now and cut the losses. Had this been a car we

acquired for any other reason, it would have been

shipped over to the junk yard, no questions asked.

rust did not stop there. A new fuel sending unit would be
required, as well as, new lines, straps, cap, etc... The rear
deck panel was just about gone, that would need
replacing and it just kept getting worse.

Originally, it was thought that most of the floor would

be OK. After a closer inspection, this would not be the
case. By the
time we cut out
all of the bad
areas and
welded in new
metal, it would
be much easier, faster and more cost efficient just to repl.
it with a one piece section. We would be able to save an
reuse all but one of the floor cross supports.

We learned pretty quickly that his project would now
require far more financial support than the three of us cot
possibly do, so

it was decided we would see what businesses we could
get involved. A list of all possible sources was put
together and we would call on them as deemed necessary.

First two on the list were Dynacorn and Ground Up.

John Truman is a distributor for Dynacorn, so he

contacted Larry Brogdin From Dynacorn and explained

the situation. Larry signed right up and told John to put a
list together of
what we needed

just that. The list was quite extensive, but we sent it on
anyhow.

few days later FIVE pallets of sheet metal arrived. WI
a sigh of relief, at least for the time being!

Donnie contacted Ken Santoro from Ground Up. At
many of you know, Ground Up has been a major spon
of the MCC for many, many years. Would Ken let us
down now, heck no! Donnie received a call from Tom
the next day Tom called Donnie to let him know they
were on-board and started us off with $500 in
merchandise credit and a sweet discount on any othet
parts we need
for the
duration of

> the restoration. Did we take them up on this offer? You
bet! Ground Up would be at the Englishtown Swap meet
In just a few weeks. In order to save money, we quickly
put a list together for them to deliver there and arranged
for Tom Rightler would pick them up. We wanted as
much of the money to go to parts as possible, instead of
the shippers
pockets.

Prepping
the floor for installation was a time consuming task!
John first drilled a small hole in each place where he
would be welding the one piece floor to the floor brace
Once the floor was set in place, it was lined up and sf
welded in. In addition, John also does a solid weld
where the floor meets the door sills, from front to back
Over 125
MIG welds
and 12 feet

of solid welding ensured this floor was securely in place!

John test fit the outer wheel wells and trunk, using
clamps to hold them in place. Once he got them exactly
- where he wanted them, they were tack welded and the
clamps were removed. Nothing'igermanently welded
in place, until all of the other parts have been test fitted,
aligned (quarters, rear sill, etc...), and tacked in place.
This allows them to still be moved. Sometimes the sheet

metal also requires a littleoercingt to cooperate for that
perfect fit. The hinges were installed on the new door
shells, which were bolted onto the body to be test fitted.
Note that John did not cut out the entire quarter, which left
him a reference point and a good way to match up the body
line. Once the door was where John wanted it, he tightened
the bolts and was ready to tackle the next area. When Larry
was in the area, he would stop by the shop to see the

progress. Not only

did Larry (left)

supply the sheet

metal, he jumped

right in and washands o# helping John get things right.

Once we removed the rear package tray, it was quickl
determined that the rear deck panel would have to be
replaced. It had
rusted through in
just too many
places to fix. As
Dynacorn now

makes the Chevelle body shell, now a lot of the parts, like
the seat divider, can be purchased. Once the old was cut out
and the new tacked in place, it was on to test fit and begin

the alignment
process of the
quarter panels.

What little that was left of the original quarter panels w
removed. This allowed John to use the body line of the
newly installed
door to be used to
line up with the
body line of the
guarter panel.

The top of the
door was used to

line up the top of the quarter panel. John also had to take
into consideration where the top of the quarter panel would
meet the roof and the tail panel. John peeled back the roof,
which allows all of the quarter panel metal to be used.
